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“For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, 

but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for 

many.”                                            Mark 10:45 

 

As many of you may have done at the beginning 

of the year there are those who made “New Year’s 

Resolutions.”  However, as we stand at the beginning of 

March many of those resolutions have probably fallen by 

the way side and been long forgotten.  As I think about 

that I am reminded of a man named G.D. Boardman who 

once said, “Sow an act, and you reap a habit; sow a habit, 

and you reap a character; sow a character, and you reap a 

destiny.”  The point of many New Year’s Resolutions is 

for them to become habitual and then replace a negative 

practice in our lives.   

These resolutions that you made were probably 

physical ones to get in better shape or take better care of 

your body, but maybe there were some resolutions you 

made to cultivate better spiritual practices and habits that 

could turn in to something greater in your life.  One of the 

best spiritual practices that we can have in our lives is the 

imitation of Christ in our verse at the top, Mark 10:45.   

Many gracious habits characterized Jesus’ life, 

causing him to be admired through the centuries.  In our 

lives with Christ we are given the ability and 

empowerment to sincerely imitate the traits, 

characteristics, and habits of Jesus.  If we want to be truly 

recognized as followers of Christ and be effective as his 

servants, we must be characterized by the habits he so 

perfectly exemplified for us.   

While we know that Jesus was a teacher who 

came from God, he was also a servant of God and a 

servant to those around him.  If we would truly be his 

followers, we must identify with him in his role as a 

servant.   As we look at Jesus life we see, especially in his 

Temptation (Matthew 4:3-10), that he affirmed that the 

purpose for his life, and ours, is something other than 

serving ourselves and the pleasures of our wants and 

desires, but rather it is serving the pleasures of God and 

also serving others.   

We live in a world full of people who are on a 

perpetual search for happiness that they believe can be 

found through power, prominence, pleasures, success, etc.  

Also, people seek significance by education, shrewd 

business practices, social connections, appointments, and 

investments.  All of these characteristics contradict that 

life of Jesus who defined him life totally in terms of an 

opportunity and responsibility to serve God and others 

before himself.   

As is so evident in our Scripture for this 

newsletter service is the foundation of everything Jesus 

did, and the primary service was done to God the Father.  

Christ came into the world to serve God above all else.  In 

his healing of the paralytic who was brought to him, our 

Lord responded to human need in such a way that the 

people were filled with amazement and glorified God 

(Luke 5:26).  In all the Jesus did to minister to the needs 

of people, he brought glory to God as his servant.   

In addition to his life of service, Jesus also 

encourages his followers to have the same habit of serving 

others (John 12:26).  By his example he would encourage 

them to be servants.  By his teachings he would them to be 

servants.   His call to discipleship is an invitation to 

assume the role of a servant.  Even in the blessings he 

bestowed them, he calls them to assume the roles of 

servants.   

Jesus’ description of the final judgment, Jesus 

reveals that service rendered to the needy is in reality a 

service rendered to him (Matthew 25:31-40).  Maybe it is 

time to revisit some resolutions that we made at the first of 

the year, or maybe it is time to make some new ones that 

will eventually end up as habits.  In Jesus, we have the 

ultimate person to look to for resolutions and a pattern for 

life that should be turned in to habits.  We need to follow 

the example of people like Jesus who have had the habit 

of serving God and others.    

In conclusion, there are some questions I leave 

you with to help you move toward becoming a better 

servant of God and imitator of Christ.  What ways can you 

be of service to God?  What needs to change in your life 

so that you can be a better servant of the Lords?  What are 

ways you can make following the pattern of Jesus life a 

habit?  What ways can you show the love of Christ in 

service to others every day?
